Edward Dunbar Rich known to many as the “Colonel” a nick name he
was given as a result of receiving a Lt. Colonel’s commission in the
Reserve Officer Corps in 1923. Colonel Rich, as he was known to many
was quite proud of his service in World War I. Col. Rich was born in
Marcellus, New York in 1868. In 1908 he was appointed Assistant
Professor of the Civil Engineering Department at the University of
Michigan teaching municipal engineering, hydraulics and water supply
engineering. He continued teaching until 1913 when he left the
University of Michigan to become a Sanitary Engineer for the State of
Michigan Board of Health. He is best remembered for his contributions
to Public Health through drinking water. An award in his name recognizes
individuals for twenty five years of “meritorious and faithful’ service to

the water profession.
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
